Paper Towel or Toilet Paper Roll 
Pencil

Marker
Scissors

Paints and Brushes

Instructions:
• Start by flattening your paper tube.

• Draw the bisected silhouette of an animal.
• Cut out your shape with a pair of scissors.
• Pop your paper tube back into the round.
• Fold the animal's head or tail as needed.

• Paint. Think about colors. Do you want a realistic look or something more surreal?
